Adoption of Natural Resource Commission By-Laws
WHEREAS, the Tribe's status as a federally-recognized Indian tribe was reaffirmed and restored by Congress pursuant to Public Law 103-324, 108 Stat. 2156 (25 U.S.C. (1300k et seq.); and

WHEREAS, the Tribe adopted a Constitution, pursuant to a vote of the membership on May 27, 1998, which Constitution became effective upon its approval by the Assistant Secretary-Indian Affairs on July 10, 1998; and

WHEREAS, the Tribe adopted amendments to the Constitution on April 26, 2004, which became effective upon approval by the Assistant Secretary-Indian Affairs on May 13, 2004; and

WHEREAS, the Tribe adopted amendments to the Constitution on July 11, 2016 which became effective upon approval by the Assistant Secretary-Indian Affairs on August 24, 2016; and
WHEREAS, the Tribal Council is authorized under Article IV, Section 7(a) of the Constitution to provide for the public health, peace, morals, education and general welfare of the Little River Band and its members; and

WHEREAS, the Tribal Council is authorized under Article IV, Section 7(f) of the Constitution to create by ordinance regulatory commissions or subordinate organizations and to delegate to such organizations the power to manage the affairs and enterprises of the Little River Band; and

WHEREAS, the Tribal Council adopted the Commissions Ordinance, #04-100-06, on September 14, 2005, which requires that Commissions adopt and Tribal Council approve Commission by-laws; and

WHEREAS, the Tribal Council established the Little River Band Natural Resources Commission (“Natural Resources Commission”) and adopted the Natural Resources Ordinance #04-200-01; and; 
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WHEREAS, the Natural Resources Commission has reviewed the attached Natural Resource Commission By-Laws and recommends approval and to send to Tribal Council for their approval.
WHEREAS, the Tribal Council has reviewed the Natural Resource Commission By-Laws and recommends their approval.

NOW THEREFORE IT IS RESOLVED THAT the Little River Band of Ottawa Indians Tribal Council hereby adopts the Natural Resources Commission By-Laws that are attached.
