Bill Willis, Budget Coordinator, represented this agenda item.  Willis said as the resolution indicates and the summary that was attached the final draft of the 2016 Governmental Operations Budget is at $42,733,078 with an estimated Gaming Distribution of $26,900,000.

Ogema Weekly Status and Business Update

Ogema Romanelli said first of all he wanted to thank Council for approving these donations because as they know they are making end of the year donations and trying to fulfill their obligations to the Revenue Allocation Plan.  Romanelli said so they get this end of the end and they have to make sure that they are finalizing everything and he appreciates that.  Romanelli said one thing he would like to note is that anybody requesting donations really need to try and send these in sooner.  Romanelli said this one came in……..this request came in just before the Thanksgiving Holiday so it was a late add to the Council’s Agenda but he appreciates them bringing it forward.  Romanelli said they have donated to Grand Valley Lodge before and they appreciate what they do but they should be aware and he will try and make contact with them also to just try and notify them that probably somewhere in October would be great to make the request again going forward.  Romanelli said they also made a donation to Kateri Circle and he wanted to thank the Resort for sending on the playing cards as they requested and they got them through the Muskegon Office to them so he wanted to thank them on their behalf.  Romanelli said they talked to…….they had a Round Table yesterday and talked about CORA participation that there is more participation needed from Little River for the……their CORA efforts and he knows that a couple of people have stepped forward and said they would try and make the meetings as well.  Romanelli said he is going to try and make the meetings but it is really hard to get up there sometimes.  Romanelli said they are on Thursdays up in Petoskey and anything they can do to have a standing representation.  Romanelli said he knows that Shayne Machen has been……they changed people that sit on the Natural Resource Commission on a semi-regular basis and have changed people within the Natural Resource Department and they have changed their Legal Department as well in recent months so it is really hard to keep the flow going who should be there or who can be at the CORA Meetings but they did talk about it and they will probably have better participation going forward.  Romanelli said although they had the Natural Resource Commissioners there and they have had Legal there on a regular basis but they would like to hear more from the Elected Officials himself and Councilors included so they will work on that as well.  Romanelli said they have had IT issues and most of them have been resolved.  Romanelli said they have had problems with their Muskegon Office and problems out at the Housing and he thinks for the most part they have been resolved as much as they can.  Romanelli said they are still working on making long-term adjustments for that.  Romanelli said there was a notice that was sent out by the Department of Interior hosting the Annual Mid-West Region Budget Meeting December 10-11th and asked if they were aware of that at all.  Romanelli said he knows that they sent Councilor Burger’s name forward to represent them on the Budget and he thought they were pretty interested in that.  Romanelli asked if Council had heard anything back on that because he hasn’t either.  Romanelli said he thinks they sent it out two times so they will just see where they are standing.  Romanelli said it wouldn’t hurt if there was any desire to attend this meeting to go there and he can send them a copy and they, again, just got this yesterday but they have a block of rooms set up and he will pass that on anyway just for their information.  Romanelli said the Federal Budget should as it pertains to Tribes is very important and Little River has had a strong representation at that level and it would be nice to keep it if they could so he will pass that on.  
Councilor Crampton said talking about the commissions they had the candidate from the Enrollment Commission that failed to pass but they know they have a seat open and they have another candidate if they could bring that other name forward.

Ogema Romanelli said yes they can do that.  Romanelli said he is meeting with Human Resources today or try to meet with them to discuss doing the background checks, how they are done, and getting a list of anybody that they might have pending for any commission as well.
C. Legislative Affairs Update

Councilor Burger said she had just one thing, the Federal Government right now is working on passing an extension of the Federal Budget through an Omibus, they call it an Omibus Bill measure.  Burger said yesterday she learned that there is a potential that the Tribal Labor Sovereignty Act might be attached to the Omibus Bill because it will not stand alone in the Senate so within the next two weeks they should know.  Burger said they have to pass the Omibus Bill before the 19th of December which she thinks is the expiration date is the 18th which is a Friday.  Burger said they may have either approval or disapproval of that Labor Act before the 18th of December if they are lucky.
D. Public Comment Period
Lee Mc Caslin, Tribal #0748, said as they work, this Council, like on Robert’s Rules and they go into this Closed Session there is also traditional value here when they go to look at what is on the agenda next.  Mc Caslin said he is talking about the approval of the Little River Casino Resort Budget just so they communicate the same way.  Mc Caslin said the bottom line is where they are at here, at their Per Capita, and it is so unbalanced.  Mc Caslin said everything at the top is seeming to be way up out there so with that consideration is to bring that balance.  Mc Caslin said he lives his traditional values, his way of life, and he relies on that to make it to different ceremonies.  Mc Caslin said within just a few dollars he is humble and grateful for what they do have but that communication where it rocks the bottom of the times is like chopping a tree down.  Mc Caslin said right now in situations that they need that because that is their survival and gets him back and forth to the hospital or whatever the case may be but he just wanted to offer that up at this time, that communication, and going into Budgets they should actually sometimes down those ways get a Quarterly Report.  Mc Caslin said as being a Tribal member to see what is going and where the balance is.  Mc Caslin said that is all he has.

Councilor Wittenberg said first he would like to thank those for Thanksgiving Dinner.  Wittenberg said there are two sitting out in the audience Ron Pete and Connie Waitner who he would like to say Chi Miigwech.  Wittenberg said there are many names out there if he had the list he would certainly share them but it seems that meal gets better each year and he is sure he speaking for the Elders that it was nice also that the Miigwech is for the, he calls them “puppy bags,” to kind of feast on later in the evening so he would like to say Miigwech.

Ogema Romanelli said the Quarterly Report of the Budget is available to Tribal members.  Romanelli asked if that was something the other, and he is asking the Elected Officials here, they would like to publish in the Currents on a regular basis or quarterly.  Romanelli said the problem they have is some of the information he is not sure they need to share but it is available to Tribal members, the quarterly spending and always has been.  Romanelli said he is not looking for an answer now but it is something to think about.  Romanelli said if it would just be a quarterly amount overall he is open to it.

Councilor Crampton said the Constitution mandates that the Ogema give Quarterly Reports to the membership but it doesn’t outline how.

Ogema Romanelli said correct.

Councilor Crampton said it also states that any member can come in and view the expenditures of the Tribe in the Constitution as long as it is done in the offices.

Ogema Romanelli said correct.

Councilor Crampton said in Accounting.

Councilor Medacco said he knew that Glenn Zaring during the Round Table discussion also wanted to know what they want to put behind the Firewall for Members Only and this could be or they can post part of that possibly on there too so that way the membership can log on there and they can see it behind the Firewall so that way it is still safe.
