concerned citizens contact him about some phone calls they
have received about tax debts. Just in case you have fielded
any calls about this, here is an article that may clarify these
phone calls. I have also received these phone calls, usually
from a male or female with a middle-eastern accent demand-
ing money otherwise you will be arrested. The IRS will not
demand money from you over the phone and will send notic-
es verifying any and all debts. To be sure, use only contact
information located on the IRS website to verify the validity
of these communications. Don not give any personal infor-
mation over the phone. Most legitimate businesses will not
ask you to provide personal information by phone as they are
just as concerned about your information getting out, espe-
cially bank accounts and Social Security Numbers.
